NoNA MARIKA ROUSSO’S RECIPE FOR ALBONDIGAS DE PRrRASA

Leek Meatballs for Rosh HaShanab
Serves: 4—0

2 % -3 pounds of fresh leeks

1 pound of fresh chopped lamb (or beef)
3 or 4 slices of wet bread

1 egg plus salt and pepper
Flour for rolling and 1 beaten egg

Peel the leeks, wash them well, chop and
boil them. After they are boiled squeeze
them well and put them into a processor.

Then add bread, minced meet, egg, salt
and pepper and knead the mixture.

Make balls of the mixture. First roll the
balls in flour and then in egg. Finally, fry
them in hot oil.

THE Proika (THE DowRy)

In Greece, until 1982 (when it was outlawed!) dowries
were necessary for a young girl to get married. In a
community, such as pre-WWII [oannina, where poor families
had many children, including many daughters, the need to
provide them with a dowry often proved to be a hardship.
The dowry was part of the marriage agreement and was
listed in the marriage contract (the Ketubbah). In addition

] to linens and silverware,
pots and pans and family
heirlooms, a traditional
dowry in Ioannina often
included housing for the
newlyweds (provided by
the bride’s family.) What
was a poor family with
limited resources (and many
daughters) to do?  One
answer was to marry two
daughters to two brothers,
and have both couples live

together, thereby cutting in half the number of dwellings
the bride’s family had to provide. Another answer was to
marry a daughter to a much older man (often a widower
with young children in need of a mother for his brood)
who was not, or could not be, as demanding in his
request for an appropriate dowry. An additional answer,
one that became common
as the community started
to emigrate, was to send
a daughter of marriageable
age to America where
dowries were not necessary.
In our museum at Kehila
Kedosha Janina we are
blessed with donations by
members of our community,
many of which were dowry
items of their grandparents
and great-grandparents, a
visual legacy on display.

SIMCHAS

Kehila Kedosha Janina is a living,
functioning synagogue. This past spring
and summer we celebrated the Bar Mitzvah
of Ethan Marcus, the youngest son of
our President Marvin, the baby-naming of
Amelia Rose Krivitsky, whose Yanniote
lineage includes the Askinazi, Coffino,
David and Davidson families, and the
wedding of Morris Eli Levy and Daniela
Alexandra Smolov.
